DECEMBER GARDENING  T IPS * 

Camellias: 

Choose sasanqua camellias for winter color that will re-
turn year after year.  They are in bloom now. 

 

Roses: 

Winter is a good time for moving roses to a better spot.  
Prepare the beds now; dig up the roses and move them 
there next month.   

 

Bulbs: 

Finish planting spring-blooming bulbs.  Rule of thumbð
finish planting spring bulbs before the end of December.  
If planted later the flowers will be smaller and fewer.   

 

Annual Flowers: 

Itôs not too late to plant annual flowers in Coastal zones.   
Seeds that can be planted now include African daisy, 
California poppy, coreopsis, gaillardia, hollyhock, lark-
spur, annual phlox and mixed wildflowers.  Sprinkle the 
bed faithfully every morning until the seeds come up.   

 

Native Plants: 

Native plants can be pruned any time during the winter 
(except ceanothus, which is better pruned after bloom).  
Some gardeners, though, prefer not to prune natives at 
all except to remove dead and diseased branches.
