NOVEMBER GARDENING TIPS *

November traditionally starts the return of the rainy
season. They say this will may be an El Nino year.
El Nino is a global weather phenomenon cause by
shifting patterns of sea surface temperatures in the
Pacific Ocean. During an El Nino year, an enormous
pool of warm waters of the Pacific drifts toward South
America. This movement weakens the prevailing
east-west tradewinds, heating the ocean surface and
upsetting the worl dbs
Southern California EI Nino means strong winds,
heavy rains and storms. For gardeners El Nino
means that their plants can be damaged by soil ero-
sion on slopes and by flooding. Plant roots can
drown in waterlogged soils when their roots are de-
prived of oxygen. Wet soils also increase the inci-
dence of water molds that kill plant roots. Take steps
to protect plants from excess moisture. Make sure
your garden has good surface drainage. Design the
landscape so surface water flows from the highest
parts of the property to an outlet. Check runoff from
slopes, roofs and patios to make sure these do not
flood plants. If water stands in a particular area after
rain, take action to improve drainage.

Planting:

Seeds of native plants, including wildflowers, can be
planted this month. Baby Blue Eyes, California
Poppy, Chinese Houses, Clarkia, Larkspur, Lupine,
Sweet Alyssum. Keep the bed wet or the seeds will
not germinate.

Pruning:

Prevent storm damage by opening up space in dense
trees and allow the wind to pass through. Remove
dead and weak branches, and make sure young trees
are well staked.

Shrubs and Young Trees:

Now through January is the best time to move shrubs
and young trees that you may have growing in the
wrong places.

Groundcovers:
November is traditionally the month to plant carpet ground
covers.

Bulbs:

November is a good time to plant bulbs like anemones, daf-
fodils, Dutch irises, grape hyacinths, and ranunculus. Other
bulbs like tulips, hyacinths and crocuses will wait until Janu-
ary.

Perennials:
Continue to plant, divide and deadhead perennials.

Roses:

Often times rose blooms are best during this time of year.
Continue to pick and deadhead this month, but you should-
noét have to spray or fertil
roses to slow down and get ready to go dormant in Decem-
ber or January.

Vegetables:
Plant winter vegetables. Now is a good time to plant garlic.
Find large cloves and plant them individually, with the pointy
side up, in full sun, 4inches part and 2 inches beneath the
soil surface.
