GARDENS NEEDED FOR OUR ANNUAL  

GARDEN TOUR 

Our ever popular garden tour is scheduled for May 
15, 2010.  We have gardens for this yearôs event, but 
if you have any suggestions for next yearôs let us  
know.

At our last meeting, everyone fell in love with the cherry-pistachio 
cookies garden club member Judy Kimble made.  Hereôs the rec-
ipe for her famous cookies.  Thanks Judy!!   

Cherry -Pistachio Cookies  
  
Total time:  40 minutes, plus chilling time; active time: 20 minutes 
  
 1      cup (2sticks) unsalted butter at room temperature 
 1/2   cup granulated sugar 
 1/2   teaspoon salt 
 1      large egg, separated 
 2 1/4  cups all-purpose flour 
 1/2   cup raw pistachio nuts, roughly chopped 
 1      8 ounce container candied red cherries, roughly chopped 
 1/3   cup coarse or sanding sugar 
  

�x�� In the large bowl of an electric mixer, cream together butter, 
1/2 cup sugar, and salt. 

�x�� Beat in egg yolk; mix well.   

�x�� Add flour and pistachios; blend on low speed until just com-
bined. 

�x�� Remove dough from mixer and, with a strong spoon or your 
hands, mix in cherries.  Divide dough in half and roll each 
piece into a log about 12 inches long; wrap in plastic and chill 
overnight. 

  

�x�� Adjust the oven rack to the center shelf and preheat to 350 
degree. Line a cookie sheet with parchment paper (or grease 
lightly); set aside,   

�x�� Pour coarse sugar onto a piece of waxed paper or aluminum 
foil.   

�x�� Lightly brush egg white over the surface of the log;  press and 
roll log into sugar; transfer to a cutting board.   

�x�� Using a sharp knife, slice log in 1/2-inch slices; transfer to 
cookie sheet and bake 12 to 15 minutes.   

�x�� Remove from cookie sheet and cool completely and store in 
an airtight container or freeze.    

 
Yield: about 4 dozen cookies
