JANUARY GARDENING TIPS *

Roses:

January is an important month for rose care, as it is the
time to choose and plant bareroot roses, prune the ones
you already have, and spray with dormant oil.

Citrus Trees:

If you live in a coastal zone, January is the time to start
feeding your citrus trees. Divide the total amount of
granulated fertilizer needed for each tree into six equal
portions. Give one feeding per month January through
June. If you live in an interior zone where frosts may
continue, donot start fee
early may encourage a flush of growth that could be
damaged by frost. Divide the total fertilizer needed into
four equal portions. Apply the first dose in March and the
remainder at monthly intervals through June.

Camellias and Azaleas
As a general rule you can safely plant these plants dur-
ing a cool winter month like January. But the best time to

plant them is while theyor ¢

up dead and fallen petals and flowers, daily if possible, to
prevent petal blight. Petal blight is a fungal disease that
causes brown, discolored, rotting blooms. Blighted blos-
soms that fall to the ground permit the fungus to live and
reproduce in the soil for years.

Coral Trees

The naked coral tree (Erythrina coralloides) can be
pruned judiciously in January, during its brief dormancy.
Cut out branches that cross and control size by cutting
out unwanted branches. The Kaffirboom Coral Tree
(Erythrina caffra) should be lightly pruned by thinning out
a few unwanted branches, and finish the job after bloom.

Lawns

Cool-season lawns such as bluegrass, tall fescue and
ryegrass are at their best now. Keep mowing them regu-
larly and feeding them, at intervals of one month to six
weeks. Warm-season lawns such as Bermuda, St.
Augustine, seashore paspalum are dormant now. They
need no feeding or mowing.

JANUARY GARDENING TIPS (CONT®)*

Vegetable Gardening

As you harvest rows in your vegetable garden refill them with
winter vegetables such as broccoli, Brussels sprouts, cabbage,
cauliflower, celery, lettuce. Also as you harvest, fertilize the
vegetable rows as you harvest so the plants can keep produc-
ing. Now is a good time to plant lettuce.
