MARCH GARDENING TIPS *

March is our spring planting season. During March you can plant
most summer annuals and perennials, warm-season vegetables,
and permanent garden plants such as trees, shrubs, etc.

Fertilize: Now is a good time to fertilize, especially with the rains
we have been getting. Choose a complete granulated fertilizer

high in nitrogen and water it in thoroughly or when the weather
says we are going to have rain. Acid-loving plants like camellias,
azaleas, begonias need a different, acid fertilizer.

Snails & Slugs: now is a good time to try and control these crea-
tures. You can try going out at night with a flashlight and rubber
gloves, handpick them, bag them and dispose of them in the trash.
Or lay fill yogurt cartons with 11/2 inches of beer and make entry
holes in the sides. Sink the cartons upright in the ground up to the
holes. Slugs are attracted, become drunk, and fall in and drown.
Use of baits can also be done (such as Sluggo). Try to bait once
thoroughly; wait 10 days or 2 weeks and bait again. (the first treat-
ment gets the parents, the second gets the offspring.)
